6. Be in good standing and actively participating in a local church body,

7. Complete this application in full, and submit to it to ICN Resources, 312 Sourwood Lane, Canton, GA 30115, no later than June 15, 2005.

The award amount of this annual scholarship depends on the number of scholarships awarded, as well as the amount of donations to the scholarship fund.
